Anti-Ragging-Guidelines 

Guidelines are usually issued by the Directorate of Collegiate 

Education Chennaiand communicated to the colleges. 

 
1) Adequate warning should be given to the students and staff before anti 

ragging is to take place. 

2) The college should form an Anti-Ragging Committee consisting of a 

student, a HOD, the Principal and a Discipline Committee member. 

3) The name of any one of the Committee members along with her phone 

number should be displayed in the College Notice Board for the student’s 

immediate reporting as and when such a ragging takes place inside the 

college. 

4) A committee should be set up to study and observe the psychological 

impact of ragging on a student. 

5) Keeping vigil over the daily activities of the senior students and the fresh 

entrants. 

Anti-Ragging Policy adopted by the college. 

1) Suspension from attending classes will be effected for serious offenders. 

2) The name and the reason for suspension will be put up on the Notice 

Board. 

3) Students can approach principal directly regarding any issues for 

immediate action.
